Homemade Pies

* Coordinate sales around a popular
holiday (Easter, Thanksgiving and
Christmas).

* Parents, Grandparents, senior skaters all
involved in the pie making process.

 Typical 4 hour shift can produce about
70-80 pies (5-6 volunteers).

* Deliver unbaked, either fresh or frozen.

* Raspberry, Cherry, Blueberry, and Apple.

* Profit approximately $4 per pie,
generating approximately $1000 per
event.



Cornfest Dance - Adult

* Cornfestis an annual celebration in
the community.

* Host dance in the evening at the
community centre.

» Sell tickets in advance at a discount
($10), or at the door ($15).

 Volunteers required at the door to
sell tickets, selling bar tickets,
serving drinks (must have smart
serve), preparing midnight light
meal.

* On average $2,500 generated for
the club.



 Grades 5-8 only.
* 7:00 -9:00 p.m.

* $5/each ticket.

 Volunteers to play music and videos.

e Computer and set of speakers
required (teenage boys enjoy this).

« Strobe lights if available.

* Holiday Theme (Halloween, etc).
* Sell pop and chips ($1 each).

* Once admitted, no one permitted to
leave.

Little Caesars Pizza Kits

* Information at Pizzakit.ca

* Delivered to your organization in a
refrigerated truck, easy sorting as
product boxes are colour coded.

» Earn $5 for every kit sold, 200 Kkits =
$1000.

* Pepperoni or Cheese Pizza Kits, Personal
Cheese Pizza Kit, Crazy Bread, Italian
Cheese Bread Kit, Chocolate Chip Cookie
Dough (place and bake).

* Web site contains wonderful Fundraising
Tools and Tips to make this a very
rewarding experience.



Cheese Orders

* Local cheese factories (Wilton, Forfar).

* Lamontagne Chocolates has a cheese
offer as well.

* Most successful near Christmas.
* Cheese and products and gift baskets.

* Cheddars, Speciality Cheeses (Swiss,
Colby, etc) flavoured cheese, cream
cheese.

* Profit varies based on sales.

» Generates approximately $500 or more.



Cookbooks

* Collect and collate recipes.
* Print and bind books.

e If outsourcing, advise the
printer this is a fundraiser for
the children of your club.

* Cost will vary depending on
the size of your completed
product.

* Selling price a function of the
cost.

« Able to generate $800 or
more in profit.




Raffle Tickets

 Obtain lottery license/permit from
your community.

* Print and bind books of 25 tickets.

* Sold to families at registration for
$50.

* As the tickets are sold, they keep the
cash from the sales (as they prepaid)

e First prize - $500 cash.

* Second prize - tickets to NHL Hockey
game (donated by a parentin the
club).

* 100 families, this generates $4,500
profit.




Local Fair/Mud Drag Races

* Organizers of these events willing to
pay for someone to work at their
admission gates.

* Schedule volunteers including senior
skaters to work 3-4 hour shifts on each
day (1-2 day events).

* Remuneration exceeds $500-1000 per
day.

* Tickets pre-numbered and reconciled at
the end of each day, organization
responsible for any shortages/overages
exceeding $20.



MacMillan Fundraising

* Frozen Cookie Dough/Muffin batters
Cheesecakes, Tarts, Pies.

* Meatballs, Steaks, Burger, Sausages, Wieners,
Chicken Burgers, Wings, etc.

* Profit varies depending on sales.

* Typical campaign $800-$1000 profit.

* The product seems to sell itself - a
reputation of being delicious as well as
convenient and easy to prepare.



Avon

* Contactlocal representatives who are
more than willing to participate in a
fundraising effort for your club.

* Your organization will earn up to 40%
profit (minimum sales $1,500).

e Less than $1500 in sales, the % will
decrease.

* 30 people selling $50 will generate
sales of $1,500.




Party Lite

* 50% profit to the organization.

* Personalized service from a skilled,
local Party Lite consultant.

* Tea lights, votives and jar candles.

e Sell 100 candle sets and earn
approximately $1000.
